Day 1 KUALA LUMPUR - CHENGDU (MOB) H: Chengdu Tianfu International Hotel Complex or SML
Assemble at Kuala Lumpur International Airport for your flight to the capital city of Sichuan — Chengdu,
formerly known as “Bashu” during the ancient time. After arriving, transfer to hotel.

Day 2 CHENGDU - MAOXIAN - JIUZHAIGOU (B/L/D) H: Jiuzhaigou Sanroyal Int Hotel or SML
After breakfast, we will visit the Diexi Town Scenic Area, which is a section of the mainstream of the Min
River and a barrier lake formed by an earthquake. The area is surrounded by green mountains, with lush
grasses along the lake's shores and sparkling blue waters, creating a beautiful and enchanting scenery.
Visit Songpan Ancient Town along the way. Upon arrival, check-in into the hotel.

Day 3 JIUZHAIGOU (B/L/D) H: Jiuzhaigou Sanroyal Int Hotel or SML
Today you will tour the Jiuzhaigou Scenic Area (Inclusive of public transportation). [Shuzhenggou,
Nuorilang Waterfall, Zechawagou, WucaPool]. It is also known as “fairyland” and “paradise on earth” and was
declared as a UNESCO World Heritage Site. The natural scenery of Jiuzhaigou comprises of highland lakes,
waterfalls, Snow Mountains and primitive forest. Its mountain peaks, colourful forest, emerald sea, waterfalls
and the Tibetan tribe culture have been acclaimed as the “World’s 5 Wonders”.

Day 5 MAOXIAN - DUJIANGYAN - MT EMEI (B/L/D) H: Mt Emei Yuquan Bay Hotel or SML

After breakfast, take a bus to the famous Dujiangyan Panda Base where you will see the China’s national
treasure — the Giant Panda; they are mischievous and adorable, some are hanging on the tree, some are
rollingon the grassland and even playing in a group etc. Then go to the check-in point Dujiangyan
Yangtianwo Square. Arriving in Leshan, you will take a boat trip to visit the Leshan Giant Buddha
carved on the cliff of Qixia Peak in Lingyun Mountain. It is a 71-meter-tall Maitreya Buddha statue. It is the
world's largest stone Buddha and the tallest stone Buddha statue in the world. It is known as "the mountain
is a Buddha and the Buddha is a mountain" and is included in the World Cultural Heritage List. Then
transfer to Mt Emei.

Day 6 MT EMEI SCENIC AREA (B/L/D) H: Mt Emei Yuquan Bay Hotel or SML
After breakfast, you can enjoy one day trip at Mt Emei. Mt Emei is one of the 4 famous Buddhism

Mountains in China renowned for its breathtaking scenery, mysterious natural wonders and mythical

Buddhism history. It is famous for its beautiful natural scenery and mythical Buddhist deeds. It has long

been famous for its beautiful natural scenery and mythical Buddhist deeds. The reputation. Here you can

visit Baoguo Temple and Fuhu Temple. Baoguo Temple is located in Fenghuangping of Mount Emei. It is

one of the eight key temples in Mount Emei and the largest temple in the mountain. Fuhu Temple is

densely covered with forests, surrounded by mountains and rivers, and the unique shape of the buildings

creates a picture of "winding paths leading to secluded places, and Zen rooms with deep flowers and trees".
*Note: Mt Emei Yuquan Bay Hotel does not include hot springs. If guests take a hot spring bath,

you may need to pay RMB 120/person by own expense.

Day 7 MT EMEI - CHENGDU (B/L/D) H: Cheng Du Antai Century Hotel or SML
After breakfast today, we will visit Mt Emei Art Museum, the number of precious cultural relics ranks among
the top in the southwestern region's museums. The basic display relies on the museum's collection of cultural
relics, encompassing themes of natural and historical cultural development, to interpret the historical and
cultural development of the Mt Emei region from various perspectives. Transfer to Jinli Ancient Town, which
is an antigue commercial street and one of the most popular attractions in Chengdu. There are also various
Sichuan specialty snacks in the street. At dusk, lights will light up in Jinli, which is quite charming and suitable
for taking pictures and playing.

Day 8 CHENGDU - KUALA LUMPUR (B/MOB)

After breakfast, visit to Kuanzhai Alley, which is one of the well-preserved Qing Dynasty ancient streets in
Chengdu. After that you can enjoy your free time at Chengdu. Then we will transfer to the airport for your flight
back to Kuala Lumpur.
